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DISABILITY OFFICER
PURPOSE
To play a key role with those working with club members with a disability within aquatics.

MAIN FUNCTIONS AND DUTIES

· To ensure that any disabled members are aware of the training and competitive swimming opportunities available to them

· To compile a list and contact details of local disability sports organisations

· To develop links with local disability swimming clubs and disability sports organisations

· To promote positively opportunities for disabled people through club publicity materials

· To follow and promote the Scottish Swimming Equality policy
