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Swimming Club Rules

The Committee of, Weston – Super - Mare Swimming Club is committed to promoting fairness, equality and high standards of behaviour. Discriminatory behaviour (as defined by current legislation with regards to sexual orientation, gender, ethnic origin, religion or disability) will not be tolerated by the club and any allegations will be followed up. The committee is committed to ensuring that the club is a safe place for the swimmers and all decisions made will take into consideration the welfare of the swimmers.

Club Rules

Swimmers must sign and abide by the Club Code of Conduct at all times. The committee will discuss a course of action if the code of conduct is broken and advise the swimmers and their parents in writing.

In the event of bad conduct poolside staff will have the discretion to ask the swimmer to leave the pool or the site immediately. A maximum of two official warnings will be given and if not complied with, the swimmer will be suspended from the club. Warnings will be recorded in writing and parents informed.

Coaches and poolside helpers will treat the swimmers with respect and ensure that the sessions are safe for all the swimmers with respect to numbers in the lanes, lane organisation and the plan for the sessions meeting the swimmers’ abilities.

Swimmers to arrive in plenty of time for the session and to advise poolside staff of any health issues before the start of the session.

No one is allowed to be under the influence of alcohol, solvents, illegal or performance enhancing drugs during the training sessions or whilst representing the club. The purchase of cigarettes, solvents or alcohol is prohibited whilst representing the club.

Swimmers should be accompanied to their session by an adult and collected from there at the end of the session. The swimming club and Hutton Moor staff are not responsible for children once their session has ended. The register is taken on poolside and coaching staff and helpers are responsible for the swimmers once the session has begun. We would ask that parents remain during the session, to encourage the swimmers and to be available if required.

All fees must be paid on a regular basis. Failure to do so will result in suspension from sessions until the arrears are paid.

After 2 initial free swims membership and medical forms must be completed, the initial joining fee paid and the swimmer registered with the ASA 

Club Members’ property and possessions are their own responsibility. The club will not be liable for any loss or damage

Do not approach poolside staff while they are teaching / coaching. Please wait until the end of the session.

I agree to abide by these club rules. If I have a concern I will raise it or put it in writing to the swimming club committee and I can expect to receive a reply in writing from the committee.
